Lesson 2 & 3
Products and Services
5 hours

Main – Working in small groups (max 3 people) students will take one of the products and produce an informative poster presentation about it.


The presentation should include;





What the product/service is.





Who makes it? What are the component parts?





Who is it for?





How is it marketed/branded?





What are the benefits?





What other similar products are available?
Plenary - The posters will then be presented to the rest of the class who will use the information to complete a question grid.
Lesson 4

Processes used in production

1 hour

Introduction – Sequencing activity, students to write down step by step instructions for making a cup of tea.

Main – Students to apply this idea to the production of their scientific product or service and produce a timeline from ideas conception to product end point (point of use).
Plenary – Compare the timelines, what are the similarities and differences?
